Writers choose a purposeful organizationaldstructure based on their, topics, compare and contrast
audience, and purposes.

Sequence of Events Present ideas and events in the order in“which theyfoccur.
For example, you might use sequence of events when you tell about@a person’s life, describe what
happened during an important event, or tell about a period in history.

Cause and Effect Show the reasons why something happens(causes) and the results{(effects).
Explain actions that cause other actions to happen. You might use cause and effect when you try to
explain historical events or scientific phenomena.

Compare and Contrast Show similarities (compare) and differences (contrast) between, things. For
example, you might use compare and contrast when you want to describe two people orwhen you
want to persuade readers to adopt one policy over another.

Order of Importance Arrange ideas based on their significance, such as from maost,to least important
or from least to most important. For example, you might use order of importance when you want to
explain your reasons for doing something or persuade people to agree with you.

Spatial Order Describe a person, place, or thing from top to bottom, bottom to top, front to back, or
back to front. For example, you might use spatial order when you want to describe a room or explain
the parts of an aircraft.
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Regardless of structure, each piece of writing will need an introduction, body, and conclusion. The
introduction is the first section of writing. The introduction draws the reader in, clearly states your
topic, and gives vital background information to help the reader understand your topic. A weak
introduction may cause your reader to stop, so it is important to master the writing of an introduction.

The body of the piece provides the evidence and ideas that support the controlling idea. Depending
on the structure of the piece, this can include personal feelings or experiences, facts, or examples.
